Dump Cake 
 

Prep time:  10 minutes 

Cook time:  1 hour 
 

Ingredients: 
 

1 20 ounces crushed pineapple,undrained 

1 21 ounce can cherry pie filling 

1 18.25 ounces box yellow cake mix 

2 sticks of butter or margarine 

1/4/ cup chopped nuts of your choice (optional) 
 
 
 
 

Preparation: 
 

*Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (325 for glass baking dish). 
Have a 9 by 13-inch baking pan ready. 
*Dump un-drained pineapple baking dish or pan and spread 
it out evenly. 
 
*Using a spoon, dump globs of cherry pie filling evenly on 
top of the pineapple.  
 
*Sprinkle the cake mix evenly over the cherry and pineap-
ple layers.  
 
*Cut butter into slices with a butter knife and place slices 
evenly over cake mix.  
 
*Sprinkle nuts on top if you're using them.  
 
*Bake for one hour. Use heavy oven mitts to remove the 
dump cake from oven or let your older helper do it.  
 
*To serve, scoop cake out with a large spoon like a cobbler, 

and dump it on a nice plate. A scoop of vanilla ice cream is 

delicious with dump cake. Serve warm or cold.

Why didnôt this type 

of activity help me? 

 Ephesians 5:11-12 

reminds us toé ñhave no fellowship with the unfruitful 

works of darkness, but rather reprove them.  For it is a 

shame even to speak of those things which are done of 

them in secret.ò  Our sins of the past must be forgotten.  

To meditate and discuss them openly only gives place to 

the devil.  I decided a long time ago I would rather tell 

people what God has done for me than to tell people what 

I had done to God. 

 Constant meditation (thinking) on our desire to 

fulfill a fleshly lust will ultimately lead to acting out our 

desire.  If weôre fortunate to avoid it physically, we will 

seldom avoid it mentally.  Proverbs 23:7 reads, ñFor as he 

thinketh in his heart, so is heéò For me to avoid the seem-

ingly unending desire to fulfill my desire to feed my ad-

diction, I needed to discipline myself to avoid talking 

about it (in a desirous way) and avoid thinking about it.  

By thinking about it, I was actually making it easy for 

myself to do wrong.  Romans 13:14 states, ñBut put ye on 

the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the flesh, 

to fulfill the lusts thereof.ò 

 I saw an old friend at a local grocery store.  He 

had heard that I had stopped using drugs and had ñfound 

religionò.  I explained how Jesus had changed my life and 

given me power over my addictions 

to both drugs and alcohol.  He ex-

claimed his gladness and went on 

to tell me that he had been sober for 

three weeks.  He had finally quit 

his job that led to after-hours drink-

ing and had moved out of his 

buddyôs house (who liked to have 

drinking parties regularly).  Realizing these were both 

good first steps, I encouraged him to visit church and of-

fered to pick him up.  He gave me the address.  Unfortu-

nately, the young man had chosen to take up residence in 

an apartment that was directly adjacent to the popular bar 

in town.  He never made it to church.  Why did this man 

fail in his recovery?  He made it easy for himself to do 

wrong.  Even if he never left 

his house, the constant sounds 

of the music in the bar beneath 

him would never let the 

thought of drinking leave his 

mind! 

   You see, the heart can accustom itself to sin.  

An act that once would seem terrible and undeniably 

wrong can, by contemplating it too often, become attrac-

tive.  Proverbs 4:23 reads, ñKeep thy heart with all dili-

gence, for out of it are the issues of life.ò  Everything I 

ever searched for in lifeðimportant issues of life:  Love, 

Joy, Peace, Happiness, Friendship, Financial Freedomð

were always withheld from me during my times of addic-

tion.  Why was that?  Because the important issues of life 

are given by God and He never entrusts them to those who 

do not work hard (diligent) to keep (guard) their hearts 

from being hardened from the deceitfulness of sin.

According to Kevin Brosnan of Baptist World Missions (BWM) the length of deputa-

tion for their appointed missionaries has increased from 2-3 years to 4-5 years.  In 

addition to this, the number of missionary candidates has not been keeping up with 

the number that are resigning or retiring.  Only one couple was interviewed as candi-

dates at BWMôs annual meeting.  Forty-one percent of their missionaries are over the 

age of fifty.  Six percent are under the age of thirty, and more than two-thirds of those are on deputation.

In the same manner that David pleaded with 

God to clean his heart from sin, 

we too must plead with God to 

forgive us of sin.  Ask Him to 

search and try your heart and 

remove any sin that He finds.  

No area of our heart can be kept 

back from God. 

But how did our hearts 

get dirty to begin with?  The 

Apostle Paul says in his epistle to the Romans, ñAnd be 

not conformed to this world.ò  When we allow this world 

to creep into our hearts, our hearts are then filled with the 

worldôs sinful ways and attitudes.  In order for our hearts 

to be clean once more, we must remove all of this worldôs 

influence on our lives.  The Apostle John wrote to ñLove 

not the world.ò 

Too often that is our number one downfall, for 

we do love what the world has to offer; but if we are to 

live for Christ old things must truly be passed away, and in 

Christ all things must become new.
